That the Articles of Association of the Club be, and are hereby amended by
deleting present Article 23 and substituting therefore the following
provision:

23 DISCIPLINARY PROCEEDINGS AGAINST MEMBERS

This Article deals with the bringing of disciplinary proceedings against

! members for infringement of the Club Articles:

23A  REPRIMAND, SUSPENSION OR EXPULSION

a. If any member shall willfully:

i. infringe any of the Articles of Association or Bylaws of the Club or;

ii. be, in the opinion of the Board, guilty of any conduct prejudicial to the
interests of the Club, or;

iii. be, in the opinion of the Board, guilty of conduct which shall render
them unfit for membership of the Club,

the Board shall have power to reprimand, suspend for such period as it
considers fit, accept the resignation of, or expel such member, and erase his
or her name from the register of members.

b. No member shall be reprimanded, suspended or expelled, unless such
member shall:

i. by notice in writing posted by registered post to their last known address,
not less than fourteen (14) clear days belore the date of the meeting of the
Board at which the charge is to be heard, be notified of the full particulars
of the charge against them, and )

ii. be permitted to attend the hearing for the purpose of answering the
charge.

. Any such charge as aforesaid shall be heard and finalised as soon as it is
possible to do so in accordance with the rules of natural justice and
pending such hearing the General Manager or representative of the Club
shall have the power to suspend the member concerned on a temporary
basis where they are satislied on reasonable grounds that it is necessary to
do so in order to avoid a continuation or repetition of the conduct
complained of; and in order to preserve the good reputation and amenities
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
