13A.3 Non Local Members shall have the use of all
facilities of the Club but shall not be e¢ligible
to stand for election to the Board of Directors,
to nominate persons for election to the Board
of Directors or to vote upon the election of the
Board of Directors or upon any other matter ar a
general meeting of the Club.
